TV LICENCE
Every household, including Participating Nations (PN), needs a TV licence if they use TV receiving equipment to watch or record television programmes as they are being shown on TV.  TV receiving equipment includes TVs, computers, laptops, mobile phones, games consoles, digital boxes, DVD/VHS recorders or any other similar device.
It is against UK law to watch or record TV programmes without a TV Licence.

What does your TV licence pay for?  The fee you pay provides a wide range of TV, radio and online content, as well as developing new ways to deliver it to you.

There is an annual fee for a TV licence and this can be purchased in a number of ways.  To find out how to pay for a TV licence visit www.tvlicensing.co.uk for more information.
